The recent Leo Meeting was October 14 and they are discussing another house renovation project for a local family.  Work is mostly complete on the previous house and a project report is expected soon.  

Curt will work on a flyer and publicity with Carol Vincent-Hall for the November 17 H7 Zone Meeting in Friday Harbor.  Club members and Leos are urged to mark their calendars and plan to attend that Saturday meeting at 11 AM to represent Lionism in the islands.
