The meeting was called to order at 7:35 AM at Islanders Bank by Vice President Goff with these members present:  Lloyd Vaughn, Sally Brown, Jim Carroll, Wally Gillette, Laurie Wangenheim, John Bostrom, Dan Sorgen, Dick Kneipp, Curt VanHyning and Kathy Marshall.

While Dick fills in at weekly meetings in President Penwell’s absence there are two meetings where he needs back up and John Bostrom will chair them.  We will check with Frank to see if he needs help with upcoming Scholarship Selection or Aluminum collections.  How much was awarded for scholar graduates in 2007?

Sally reports that while she was away for a week in March a partially completed application for sight assistance and an optometrist’s accompanying invoice made their way without approval to the treasurer.  Standard investigation and referral procedure was not followed and the statement for $470 was paid in error.  Standard review and validation procedures for new applications were reviewed with everyone present.  Dick will see that the program is reviewed with all incoming board members at the June planning session.

The board discussed Frank’s recent requests to us for a letter of apology to five former members who left the club in 2006 and reconsideration of the board’s decision not to inquire as to the immigration status of applicants for sight or hearing assistance.  It was again decided that no apology letter is necessary.  The Board concluded further discussion of the immigration issue is unnecessary based on its October 2007 decision to retain our existing application and policy which does not include citizenship status.   Amy Pena of LCI Legal reinforced this decision in her declaration that the use of citizenship criteria in the application or administration of services is discriminatory and a violation of LCI non-discrimination policy.  She has recently informed us that this position will not change.  We also discussed our policy requiring complete application, interview, assessment and referral before services or payment are authorized. 

While John Towson was not present, we noted the change of the Open House date to May 20.

Kathy Marshall was nominated for 3rd VP for the coming service year and recommended by unanimous vote of those present.

Two more member renewal dues were received from Jepsen and Peterson and are still pending from Fuller, Oettinger, Peabody and Vaines.  Drops should be done in May to assure we are not billed for the next half-year dues.  Treasurer Kneipp reports the following balances: Admin Checking $7,653,  Foundation Checking $7,359, Crosby Savings $6,506, Scholarship CDs $47,641.

Secretary VanHyning reports planned visitations by incoming Zone Chair Ralph Nakamura on July 8 and again accompanied by District Governor Mel and Irene Stokes on July 15, 2008.  36 Lions pens have been ordered as gifts at the Open House and as thank you gifts for speakers.  Curt and Robin will attend the incoming Officer Training this Saturday sponsored by South Whidbey Lions in Freeland.  Dick and John B. plan to attend later training in Mt. Vernon in May.  Our next blood drive is Wednesday, June 4.  See Curt for registration forms for the May 24, MD19 Annual Convention in Yakima.
