Current membership stands at 79 which is the same as our September report.

Dues to LCI and MD19 are current.

The BBQ and Beer Garden at San Juan County Fair is our largest event of the year and used 50 Lions for 300 man hours to net $7,200 during four days in August.

Our next huge community event was the Oktoberfest where our club invested some 295 hours by 26 Lions so 500 islanders could enjoy, music, food and drink and rise $1200 for three separate service groups.

Seven Lions spent 14 man hours cooking BBQ  hot dogs and hamburgers for the residents of Islands Convalescent Center and the staff there and at the Medical Center next door.

Two eye exams were funded for $388.

Aluminum cans were collected and resold as scrap on the mainland for$ 967.

Annual donations have been distributed to L.C.I.F., CARE, Lions Hearing, Lions Sight and Leader Dogs and our favorite Zone Chairperson totaling $800.

Our Leo Club is meeting twice monthly, investing lots of hours in service project and currently boasts 26 members.

Our annual club BBQ and auction raised $1,500 for the Admin Fund.

We are now in the middle of our annual Shopping Spree raffle where we sell tickets for two weeks to the public and draw the winner the Sunday before Thanksgiving who wins 4 minutes for shopping at King’s Market.  The grocer sells the groceries to us as a discount and we usually clear $1,500.

Current account balances are $ 5,971 Administrative Account and $ 67,252 in all Foundation Accounts.

The events rushing toward us in December are San Juan Santa Ship on December 8 where Santa arrives at the port and comes to the nursing home and then the high school where he delivers gifts to everyone.  We’ll sell live Christmas trees on that same date on a farm on the west side of the island.  And we raise about $1,000 by ringing bells for the Salvation Army around the village on December 15.
