Do you have some Handyman (or is it Handyperson?) skills?  Are you willing to contribute some of those talents from time to time as projects that you are comfortable undertaking or helping with are identified that fit into your schedule?

Those of you who know Camp Horizon’s 50+ year old facilities can understand that we have an almost endless list of maintenance/repair projects to undertake.  They could be simple electrical work (replacing a switch, plug or light fixture), painting, simple plumbing, minor carpentry etc.  These items might be something that one person could undertake or we may try to assemble a small team.  The work could be undertaken on a weekend or during the week, generally at the volunteer’s convenience.

We would like to develop a list, preferably with email addresses (or alternatively telephone numbers if email is not available) of volunteers who would be willing to help out at the camp.  Essentially we would identify work that we need to get done and see if one (or some) of our valued volunteers are willing and able to take the project on.  In larger projects we might identify a couple of suggested work party dates.  If you are unavailable or do not have the skill required when these tasks are identified, you simply would not respond or respond negatively.  If on the other hand, you can help, you would respond positively and identify when you will be able to come to Camp Horizon to undertake the work.  

Undertaking maintenance and repair work with volunteers is KEY to our ability to offer a low-cost residential camping experience to our Special Needs Campers.  It also allows the Foundation to focus our limited financial resources on either buying supplies or funding complex/major projects where we must contract for the work to be undertaken.  For some of us, volunteering to undertake maintenance/repair work provides us the satisfying opportunity to be of hands-on Service.
