Treasurer Kneipp reports from our CPA advisor Lion, that it is legal for us to use our 501©3 status as suggested by Sam Buck to benefit local charity drives which are consistent with our club/s goals and objectives.  It would also be allowed for us to transfer the $6,500 Montana Crosby fund donation account to another 501©3 non-profit for use in research related to the original purpose of the donations as long as the decision and explanation is well documented in our records.  The current balance in our Admin account is $4,813, Foundation  $5,048, Crosby Savings $6,505 and scholarship CDs $48,016.
