Alan Carter was a charter member and served as the President of the San Juan Lions Club in 1965/1966.   Alan was born in Friday Harbor and lived his entire life here. 
He attended Friday Harbor High School, where he lettered in basketball;  he worked various jobs during school, including fishing and farming.   Alan attended Western Washington College before leaving to join the U.S. Navy during World War II;  he served in the Aleutian Islands with a Patrol Bombing Squadron as an Aviation Chief Radioman. 

Following the war he met and married Corinne and they settled in Friday Harbor.  He then began an electrical business called Alan Carter Electric.   In 1959 he joined San Juan County Bank, where he served in various positions until his retirement as Chairman in 1984.

Alan and Corinne raised three children Candy, Christine and Dennie in the house on John Street that was the family home for most of their 62 years of marriage.

Alan was always very active in the community serving as Mayor of the Town of Friday Harbor, Port Commissioner, Medical Center Association President, San Juan County Bank President and Lions Club president.
Alan was also involved in the American Legion and the San Juan Island Yacht Club.

The Friday Harbor Presbyterian Church was a central part of his life.   He was a lifelong member;  he sang in the choir, served on various boards and as an elder, taught Sunday school.
Hunting and fishing were lifelong joys. His annual trips to the cabin at Nimpo Lake, B.C., were a ritual from 1968 to 2006.  Boating and yacht club activities were regular summer events. 

“The Farm” located southwest of Friday Harbor was one of his greatest pleasures.  For over 50 years he raised a few sheep, cows and horses.  Those of us privileged enough to see him riding his tractor at “The Farm” knew it truly was one of the great loves of his life. 

He hosted the annual Easter morning sunrise service at “The Farm”, a tradition he loved, arriving at 5:30 a.m. to build the fires and to greet each person as they arrived.
In 2003 Alan Carter was presented with a life membership in Lions Clubs International by the club that he had served so well for over 40 years.

He will be remembered not for what he did in life but for how he did it. 
Alan Floyd Carter passed away on August 10th  2007; he was 88 years old.  Alan is buried at the Valley Cemetery on San Juan Island.
